The climate businesses will become a pure-play global leader in climate control for buildings, homes and transportation under the newly formed company “Trane Technologies.”

The industrial businesses will spin-off to Ingersoll Rand’s shareholders and then combine with Gardner Denver, creating a global leader in mission-critical flow creation and industrial technologies. 

Following the completion of the spin-off and merger, if your organization has a business relationship with only Ingersoll Rand (including, but not limited to, Ingersoll Rand, Club Car and ARO), please discontinue use of the Trane Technologies brands.
